RESOLUTIONS FOR MEMBERS
ALBURY / WODONGA PIPES AND DRUMS INC
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These resolutions are for the members of the Albury Wodonga Pipes and Drums. The intention of these resolutions is to make every member of the band aware of the expectations of the band, the expectations of the executive and the expectations of the members and to outline particular resolutions for the easy management of the band and its members.

These resolutions are able to be added to, amended or deleted at any general meeting of the band by the consent of the members vote.

Questions on the interpretations of these resolutions shall be determined by the executive of the band.

MEMBERSHIP FEES.

Membership fee for playing members of the band as set by the executive is to be $30.00 per annum.

DRESS CODE.

The uniform of the band consists of:

· The band kilt

· White shirt, with epaulette boards and silver buttons and badges of rank if applicable 

· Black Glengarry with band badge

· Green kilt hose

· Black Ghillie Brogues

· Red Flashes

· Black Kilt Belt and Band Sporran

· Black Argyle Jacket if required

(The band casual black shirts are an alternative option)

The Drum Major determines the uniform of the day for performances.

The Drum Major may review the uniform at any time.

It is accepted that the Drum Major’s uniform may vary from the general band’s uniform as per event requirements.

The uniform of the band may only be changed by vote of members at a general meeting of the band.

A member of the band shall not, whilst in band uniform or whilst travelling with the band, allow the uniform of the band to be worn in any way other than as specified.

CODE OF CONDUCT.

A member of the band shall not, whilst in band uniform or whilst travelling with the band, conduct him/her self in any way that may be seen as an unbecoming or unseemly manner.

A member of the band shall not, whilst in band uniform or whilst travelling with the band, engage in any behaviour that may bring the band into disrepute.

All members of the band are to act in a mature and courteous manner towards all other band members, members of the public and members of other bands during all band practices, functions and performances.

The elected executive and non executive members of the band are to be accorded the respect due to their offices within the band.

Members of the band are to be accorded the respect due to them by the elected executive and non executive members of the band.

The executive of the band will consider and deal with any reported breach of this resolution without delay in accordance section 11 of the Constitution of the band.   

ATTENDANCE.

For the purposes of the quality of the band performance a recommended rate of attendance has been set by the pipe major in conjunction with the executive as minimum requirement for members.

Band members are expected to adhere to these minimum requirements. The Pipe Major and executive may consider and approve adjustments for individual cases but in general the minimum requirements should be met.

A playing member of the band should attend not less than half of the scheduled engagements of the band in any year. 

For practices, the following is to apply.

· Members who live outside a 50 km radius from the band practice rooms are expected to attend 1 practice per month and follow a routine home practice schedule.

· Members who live within a 50km radius of the band practice rooms are expected to  attend 3 practices per month and follow a routine home practice schedule.

Band playing members, who cannot meet this minimum requirement or come to a suitable arrangement with the band, may be required to reconsider their membership of the band.

A playing member of the band who fails to attend six (6) consecutive practices of the band without notification to the executive and without reasonable excuse may be required to provide explanation to the executive. 

A member of the band who misses six (6) consecutive practices without reasonable excuse may be required to reconsider their membership of the band.

PLAYING MEMBER REQUIREMENTS.

As part of the process to playing membership of the band it is expected that a playing standard is met in both the pipe and drum corps. These minimum standards are set by the heads of corps and may be altered from time to time. The required settings for pipe music and drum scores will be supplied by the head of corps. The minimum standards are as follows and are subject to the discretion of the heads of corps:

Pipers:

Are to be able to play the following tunes on the bagpipes at a standard acceptable to the Pipe Corps:

· Highroad to Gareloch

· Mahrie’s Wedding

· 42 Highlanders

· Jimmy Findlater

· Cock of the North and 

· All Victorian Massed band tunes.

Drummers:

Are to be able to play the following scores on the drum to a standard acceptable to the Drum Corps:

· High Road to Gareloch

· Jimmy Findlater

· All Victorian Massed Band scores

PERFORMANCES.

Entry to the band for performances is to be at the discretion of the heads of corps and Pipe Major. This rule shall apply to each performance.

ENGAGEMENTS.

The band shall not accept an engagement for a performance unless at least the minimum of attendees as prescribed by the Pipe Major can be available for the performance.

Each request for an engagement for a performance of the band shall be submitted to and assessed by the executive prior to seeking availability of the members. The executive have the authority to decline any engagement at their discretion.

Each request for an engagement for a performance of the band should be cost quoted by the executive prior to acceptance by the band.

PRACTICES.

The Pipe Major of the band may appoint times and places for the practice of the whole band or designated parts of the band.

EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORM.

All equipment and uniform components of the band supplied to a member is and will remain the property of the band.

Each member shall maintain all equipment and uniform issued to him or her in good order and condition and promptly notify the Quarter Master in the event of loss or damage.

A member shall not dispose of any article of equipment or uniform issued to him or her except by returning it to the Quarter Master of the band.

Members of the band must obtain permission from the President, Pipe Major or Drum Major prior to wearing the band uniform for any non band function. This includes solo performances, Weddings, Funerals or other.
Elements of the band uniform issued to members must be returned to the band at the cessation of membership of the band.

DRUM MAJOR

As required, a member of the band will be appointed to the role of Drum Major and execute the responsibilities of that role as required by the Executive and the Pipe Major.

This appointment may be reviewed by the Executive at any time.

OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH AND SAFETY
All members under the age of 18 are required to wear either pipe band hearing protection or industrial grade hearing protection. It is also recommended to all members over 18 years of age to wear similar hearing protection.

CHILDREN IN THE BAND

Any member of the band under the age of 18 years must be accompanied by a parent, legal guardian or person nominated in writing by the parent or legal guardian at all band practices and engagements.

INDIVIUALS UNDERTAKING PRIVATE PIPING OR DRUMMING WORK

The Band does not accept any liability or responsibility for any member of the band undertaking private piping or drumming work at any non band function or engagement.

PERFORMANCE CHART 

The attached chart outlines the base performance expectations for the band.
